8.Metodologias de ensino (avaliagcdo incluida)

Tendo presente os objetivos da UC, as aulas sGo tedrico-prdticas, permitindo expor os contetdos,
discutindo-os e cruzando as diversas metodologias, em fung¢éo dos conteudos, assim como da atengdo
dos alunos. Em cada aula, os alunos vdo acompanhando o plano da UC, disponibilizado na primeira
aula. 0 acompanhamento permanente dos trabalhos permite aos alunos e professor verificar e validar
a aquisi¢do de competéncias, assim como testar os conhecimentos adquiridos. A apresentagdo de case
study permite transportar os alunos para um contexto real de aplicagdo dos conteudos. O
atendimento e o acompanhamento permanentes, presencial e remotamente, permitem aos alunos
tirarem duvidas, serem orientados nas leituras e nos respetivos trabalhos, que visam um maior
aprofundamento de temas do programa, assim como desenvolver as suas capacidades de
investigagdo. Os dois momentos formais de avaliagdo, com a ponderagdo de 40% e 60%
respetivamente, permitem ao docente avaliar a aquisicdo de competéncias, em virtude dos objetivos
da UC.

8. Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Remembering the learning outcomes of the curricular unit, classes are theoretical and practical,
allowing the exposition of contents, discussing them and crossing the different methodologies,
depending on the content, as well as on the students' attention. Students will be following the plan of
the curricular unit made available in the first class. The permanent support on class tasks allows
students and teacher to check and validate the acquisition of competencies, while testing their
knowledge. The analysis of case studies allows students to develop a real context of contents
application. Office hours and on-going monitoring, both personally and remotely, allows students to
clarify questions, be guided in the readings and in their work, aimed at further deepening the program
topics, as well as developing their research capabilities. The two formal assessment moments, with a
weighting of 40% and 60% respectively, allow the teachers to determine students’ skills improvement,
based on the curricular unit criteria.

9. Demonstracdo da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da

Tendo presente os objetivos da unidade curricular, as aulas sdo preferencialmente tedrico-prdticas,
permitindo expor os contetdos, discutindo-os e cruzando as diversas metodologias, em fun¢éo dos
conteudos, assim como da atengdo dos alunos. Aula a aula, os alunos vdo acompanhando o plano da
unidade curricular, disponibilizado na primeira aula da unidade curricular. Os exercicios prdticos
permitem aos alunos e professor verificar e validar a aquisi¢do de competéncias, assim como testar os
conhecimentos adquiridos. A apresentagdo de casos prdticos e de case study permite transportar os
alunos para um contexto real de aplicagdo dos conteudos. O atendimento e o acompanhamento
permanentes, presencial e remotamente, permitem aos alunos tirarem duvidas, serem orientados nas
leituras e nos respetivos trabalhos, que visam um maior aprofundamento em um dos temas do
programa, assim como desenvolver as suas capacidades de investigagdo. Os alunos dispéem de
atendimento (8h), para acompanhamento do seu progresso, esclarecimento de duvidas, orientagdo de
leituras, assim como na condugdo os trabalhos de investigagdo, em sala ou no gabinete. Para além
deste periodo, disp6em de atendimento presencial, mediante marcagdo e reunido, ou remotamente
através de email, chat ou videoconferéncia.

Os dois momentos formais de avaliagdo permitem ao docente avaliar a aquisicdo de competéncias,
em virtude dos objetivos da unidade curricular.

9. Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

Remembering the learning outcomes of the curricular unit, - classes are rather theoretical and
practical , allowing expose the contents, discussing them and crossing the different methodologies ,
depending on the content, as well as the students' attention. Class to class, students will following the
plan of the curricular unit, available in the first class. Practical exercises allow the students and
teacher to check and validate the acquisition of skills as well as test their knowledge. The presentation
of case study allows students to carry a real context of application of the contents. The attending and
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ongoing monitoring, person and remotely, allow students to resolve questions, be guided in the
readings and in their work, aimed at further deepening of the themes of the program , as well as
develop their research capabilities. Students can meet the professor (8h) to track their progress, to
obtain answers, to be guided in their readings, and to be supported during research works, either in
the classroom or in the office. Besides this period, they can also reach the professor by scheduling a
meeting, or remotely by email, chat, or videoconference.

The two formal moments of evaluation allows the teacher to validate the acquisition of skills, bearing
in mind the objectives of the curricular unit.
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
